A) Divisions 1,2,3,4& PH
The maximum number of participants is set at 130 in total for Divisions 1, 2, 3, 4, PH Classic & PH S/R Caution : should the number of valid entries received in due time exceed the maximum number of participants, the procedure described in Art. 9 of the General sporting rules (GSR) will be strictly applied.

The organiser will therefore place on a waiting list up to 26 competitors who might eventually be allowed at the start submitted to  pre–event withdrawal of other crews. (see Art. 9.2 of GSR

Remark : Priority drivers according to art. 5.2 of  RPR (and participants to the 2017 FIRC) will be granted a priority as long as their entry form and entry fees have reached the organisers by the 7th of July. After this deadline they will no longer benefit from any kind of priority and their entry will be treated similarly to other competitors (on the “first come first served” basis)
B) Histo Demo
The maximum number of participants in the Histo Demo class is limited to 10" 
CAUTION : should the number of valid entries received in due time exceed the maximum number of participants, the procedure described in Art. 9 of the General sporting rules (GSR) will be strictly applied.

The organiser will therefore place on a waiting list up to 2 competitors who might eventually be allowed at the start submitted to  pre–event withdrawal of other crews. (see

C) Important Remark 

The overall number of participants allowed at the start is therefore 140  

Should the maximum number of participants in a specific category not be reached the number of participants in another category could be increased as long as the overall number of participants doesn’t exceed 140.

Entry fees for the sahke down amounts to 100€ (Shake down will only take place if more than 10 cars have entered by the 31st of July. Entry fees paid for ths hsake down will be fully refunded in case of cancellation 

Inscription fee might be increased by 25% for a competitor who refuses the stickers of organiser’s sponsors (this doesn’t apply to Prov’historic  Divisions) (see art. 5 of RTG).

Important remarks: 

· Divisions 1,2 &3 are specific regional categories which are only accessible to cars fitted with a restrictive list of road legal tyres (control tyres). Foreign crews and FIRC participants must enter Division 4 (and choose the class according to their cylinder capacity
· Division PH Classic is for historic cars with specs which correspond to the period homologation (before end 1982). Car homologated after 1982 must enter the Division 4 categories. Stel leaf springs mandatory on MK1 and MK2 escorts
· Division PH SR is for historic cars (before end 1988) which are technically not historic legal (sequential gearbox, modern or swapped engine,…). 
5.4.
Refunds
1. Refund in case maximum number of competitor is reached 

A competitor who has regularly entered the event and who :

· a) would not be part of the seeded entry list nor of the reserve list (either because he didn’t want or because the max number of reservists has been reached) will be refunded with the total amount of the inscription fee within 10 days after the publication of the seeded entry list.

· b) having accepted to be part of the reserve list would not be allowed to start the event will be refunded with 80% of the inscription fee within 10 days after the event.

2. Refund in case of event cancellation

· In case of event cancellation, competitors will be refunded of the total amount of the entry fee within 10 days after the publication of seeded entry list.

· If cancellation is due “act of god” (natural disaster, unexpected events, unfortunate accident,…) considered as such by the college of sporting supervisors, organisers may keep 20% of the inscription fee if the event has not started. 

· If the event has started organiser may keep the total amount .

· However if applicable, the share of inscription fee which should have been devoted to the payment of insurance premium (and which is not due to the insurer will have to be refunded to competitors.  

3. Refund in other cases

Any competitor (having paid entry fees) who would be prevented from participating due to an absolute necessity (to be duly justified **) must inform the organiser of his withdrawal in writing (fax and email accepted) .

Under this condition he will :

A) Refueling (see Art. 2.1.4, of RPR)

During the event (including shake down), servicing can only happen in places duly mentioned in the road book, meaning Grand-Place of Sivry including rue Godart and rue La-Haut (and football club parking). The parking of CPEN (old Sivry Train station) is exclusively dedicated to the remote service (5’) between parc fermé and start of SS1 (authorized but not mandatory).
